Auditions

Auditions are open to youth who want to
share their God-given talents with others.
Singers will enter into a covenant experience
of hard work which pays off with wonderful
rewards as Christ is proclaimed through
song.

The level of musicianship of singers has risen
dramatically over the years. The brief audi-
tion will check, among other things, a singer’s
range, pitch, accuracy, listening retention, and
ability to harmonize and blend. Selection in
the choir is based on talent, vocal quality, and
one’s willingness to “fit into the group” to
sing for the Lord.

The director needs a few solo voices, but
many choral voices are needed to create a
beautiful, blended sound. The size of the
group will be partially determined by the
need to create a vocally balanced SATB
(soprano, alto, tenor, bass) choir.
